English proficiency proof (Minimum score of 80
in TOEFL iBT or 6.0 in IELTS) or a support letter issued
by your home institution is required for students from
non-English-speaking countries. Please consult with the
study abroad advisor at your home institution to find out if
you are required to demonstrate your English proficiency.

Please consult with the study
abroad advisor at your home institution
to find out if you can apply as an
exchange student.

» Fees must be wired in Korean Won in

the exact amount to the account below
with the name of the applicant by the
deadline.

- Please pay all bank transaction fees

before the transfer in order to make
the payment complete. If the payment
received is different from the amount
due to bank transaction fees and/

or exchange rates, students will be
charged or receive a refund upon
arrival at KU.

- Participation in cultural activities or

field trips is not mandatory. However,
fees for activities are not deductible or
refundable.

Students Buddies, ISP participants
may have to pay a small additional
fee.
