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PART 1: INTRODUCTION 

1.1. General information of the project 

1. The proposed project supports three universities – VNU-Hanoi, VNU-Ho Chi 

Minh city and University of Danang (UD) – through additional physical, 

technical, human and institutional resources so that they become centers of 

research and teaching excellence as well as role-models for good governance 

and appropriate financing mechanisms. To provide a favorable regulatory 

framework, it also supports the initial implementation of national Higher 

Education reforms to promote modern governance and financial 

sustainability. These will allow the Government to better design and 

implement policies and programs for more equitable access, improved quality 

and relevance, and greater research impact in the Vietnam’s higher education 

system. The direct project beneficiaries are three University Systems that 

include some 30 plus member universities and institutes, catering to about 

147,500 students (66,000 VNU-HCM, 30,500 VNU-HN and 51,000 UD), 

including more than 21,000 graduate students (Masters/PhDs). Indirectly, it 

will benefit the entire higher education system – some 235 universities and 

more than 1.7 million students. 

Proposed Project Development Objective(s) 

 

2. To improve the relevance and quality of the graduates and research products 

of Vietnam National University-Hanoi, Vietnam National University-Ho Chi 

Minh City and the University of Da Nang (UD) and to improve their 

governance and financing mechanisms. 

 

Project components 

 

Component 1: Research excellence in selected fields 

 

3. To improve the quality, relevance and impact of research, the three 

universities will carry out the following activities: 

(i) Recruit and nurture talented researchers to develop strong research groups.  

This will be achieved by bringing on board talented Vietnamese with 

international research experience through attractive remuneration packages, 

establishing a tenure track to reward the most talented researchers, and 

putting in place measures to reduce in-breeding. Measures will be put in 

place to encourage more female scientists to lead research groups
1

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(ii) Equip and/or upgrade labs for these research groups to establish leading 

edge facilities and use the scientific infrastructure in the most effective 

manner across the entire university. The three universities will use green 

technology for the new buildings and scientific labs. 

 

Component 2: Enhanced quality of teaching and learning 

4. To prepare well-qualified graduates, the three universities will seek to 

transform their curricular and pedagogical practices to make their programs 

more relevant and student-centered.  When relevant, they will rely on 

technology tools that can disrupt traditional practices and enhance the 

educational experience of the students (E-learning, adaptive learning through 

AI, flipped classroom, etc.). They will provide professional development 

opportunities for the teaching staff and incorporate“good teaching” in the 

evaluation and promotion criteria on par with excellence in research.  

Attempts will be made to encourage more female students to enroll in STEM 

programs
2
.  Finally, the three universities will strengthen their internal quality 

assurance system and seek to accredit all their programs nationally or 

internationally. 

Component 3: Effective governance and sustainable financing 

5. To support the implementation of governance and financing reforms at the 

national system level and at the institutional level. National system level 

reforms in higher education governance and financing will focus on 

governance, autonomy and accountability, and financial sustainability. 

Enhancement of university governance and financing at the institutional level 

is implemented through the three selected universities. 

1.2 Vietnam National University Subproject of Ha Noi 

6. To contribute to the improvement of appropriateness and quality of VNU 

Hanoi’s activities according to the development orientation to 2025, vision of 

2035 through investment of training and research environment, management 

capacity as well as effective financial mechanism, the proposed project aims 

to help the VNU Hanoi become an excellent and multi-disciplinary research 

university and meet international standard, including the fields related to 

natural science, technology and sustainable development. 

7. Loans from WB will be used for construction of essential works of the 

subproject, including:  

- Construction of Technology University 

- Construction of research Institutes and Centers

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- Construction of other essential works (Central area of the VNU 

Hanoi; modern and sustainabale finance and management systems) 

- The above works will be constructed in three different zones with 

total land area of 37.49 ha belonging to a total land area of 

1,113.7ha, for which the site clearance was already completed in 

2007 before the subproject is proposed to WB.  

Specific objectives: 

- Objective 1: To improve training, research and science quality of the VNU 

Hanoi and to focus on several key fields and majors of natural science, 

technology and sustainable development. The project will help the VNU Hanoi 

develop the strong, traditional, interdisciplinary training and research programs 

with high social demand and new scientific fields in the VNU Hanoi, including 

high-tech agriculture, aerospace, energy technique, renewable engergy; health 

science and accurate medicine; 

- Objective 2: To construct new research and training facilities to organize high-

quality research training. Construction and successful development of 02 

excellent research centers of the VNU Hanoi are the basis for the city to 

become an innovative university model in the context of the 4.0 technology 

revolution, contributing to the national socio-economic development; 

- Objective 3: To form a science park in association with the national innovation 

system, to connect science and technology supply and demand in Hoa Lac, to 

attract investment sources from enterprises/localities/international cooperation 

for transferring key scientific and technological products of the VNU Hanoi in 

the direction of socialization, to be a bright spot on the start-up model from a 

university in Vietnam; 

- Objective 4: To form a modern operating center of the VNU Hanoi and 

management system, advanced and effective university finance mechanism 

corresponding to modern infrastructure newly constructed in Hoa Lac. 

Investment scope of the project: 

a. Component 1: Construction of Technology University 

- Total construction planning area: 8 ha; 

- Boundary: The component 1 area borders with the road 1 in the East, with the 

ditch 3 in the West; with the road 4 in the North and with the boundary line of 

the project in the South; 

- Total construction area: 36,830m
2
. 

- Essential works include: 

o Experimental and research building: 14,830m
2
; 

o Operation building of the university, lecture hall, learning practice 

facilities (practice room, Workshop area): 22,000m
2
. 

o Internal infrastructure for essential works. 
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- Expected volume will be of total project scale 

b. Component 2: Construction of research Institutes and Centers 

- Total construction planning area: 22.89 ha; 

- Boundary of the construction planning area: this area borders with the road 11 

in the East, with the dormitory 5 in the West, with the road 3 in the North and 

is about 150m from Lang – Hoa Binh road in the South. 

- Total construction floor area: 110,000m
2
; 

- Essential works include: 

o Lecture hall system, general laboratory… (about 110,000m2 of floor); 

o Internal infrastructure for operating the works; 

o Investment of well-equiped laboratory 

c. Component 4: Construction of other essential works (Framework technical 

infrastructure; Central area of the VNU Hanoi; modern and sustainabale 

finance and management systems) 

Framework technical infrastructure: 

- Wastewater treatment plant: A wastewater treatment plant (grade III 

infrastructure work), specifically for the dormitory 5. 

Central area of the VNU Hanoi 

- Total construction planning area: 6.6 ha; 

- Total construction area: 24,000m
2
 

- Essential works include: 

o Construction of operating center of the VNU Hanoi and center library 

building (about 24,000m2 of floor); 

o Internal infrastructure; 

o Improvement of financial management system; 

- Expected volume will be of total project scale. 

1.3. Necessity of due diligence review on the implementation of compensation, 

assistance and resettlement under the subproject 

8. Total planed area of VNU Hanoi is about 1,113.7ha, of which 37.49 ha in 

Zone 1, Zone 3 and Zone 4 are expected to be used for this subproject funded 

by the World Bank. This land area was cleared from 2003 to 2007. However, 

so far the civil works have not been constructed due to lack of budget. 

9. According to the WB’s requirement, a due diligence review (DDR) needs to 

be conducted to evaluate whether the objectives of compensation, assistance 

and resettlement policy stated in the Land Law of Vietnam have been 

achieved. The DDR is conducted for the area of 37.49ha to be acquired for the 

VNU-HN as a sample survey. The DDR focused on: 
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- reviewing and evaluating the compliance with compensation, assistance 

and resettlement policy approved by the Government for the VNU Hanoi.  

- evaluating whether livihoods and lives of affected people have been 

restored, stabilized and/or improved;  

- identifying any pending issues that need to be addressed; and 

- recommending measures for redressing the pending issues (if needed);  

- preparing finding report to submit to the WB.  

PART 2: METHODOLOGY FOR DUE DILIGENCE REVIEW 

2.1. Methodology 

10. The Consultant used the qualitative method (deepth interview, group 

discussion) and quantitative method (questionnaire survey) to review and 

evaluate the subproject’s implementation of compensation, assistance and 

resettlement. Representatives of stakeholders concerning site clearance for the 

subproject such as PMU of the VNU Hanoi, Resettlement Committee of 

Thach That district, subproject’s communal people’s committee (CPC), local 

mass organizations and affected women were consulted through group 

discussions. Random questionaire interviews were conducted with some AHs. 

In addition, relevant documents were also researched to understand how the 

compensation, assistance and resettlement was implemented in practice. 

2.2 Method for Due Diligence Review  

2.2.1. Document research 

11. The Consultant has collected and researched all documents and records 

related to compensation, assistance and resettlement which are archived at the 

resettlement committee, commune’s offices and the PMU of the VNU-HN. 

12. The compensation, assistance and resettlement for the subproject were 

implemented abiding by the Land Law 2003. The site clearance was totally 

completed in 2007. However, to ensure that the implementation of 

resettlement for the subproject has complied with the Land Law, the 

Consultant has reviewed all relevant documents of the subproject including: 

project’s general documents, documents related to the Farm No. 1A and 

records of compensation, assistance and resettlement. Details are as follows:  

13. Planning documents of the Farm 1A and Farm 1A transferred documents: 

- Minutes of handover of household’s land (minutes form) 

- Policy of the Farm 1A for household’s land allotment contract.  

- Decree No.01/CP dated 04/01/1995 by the Government promulgating the 

regulation on the allotment of land by state-owned businesses for agricultural 

production, forestry and aquaculture. 

- Decision No.659/TTg dated 16/10/1995 by the Prime Minister on transferring 

the Farm 1A under the Ministry of Defense to the management of VNU Hanoi 
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to plan the construction of VNU Hanoi and Asian Institute of Technology 

Center. 

- Decree No.41/2002/NĐ-CP dated 11/4/2002 by the Government promulgating 

policies towards laborers redundant due to the restructuring of state enterprises 

- Document No. 880/TCCB dated 10/10/2003 by VNU-Hanoi on the dissolution 

of the Farm 1A 

- Document No.10885/TC-TCDN dated 27/9/2004 by Ministry of Finance on 

the  dissolution plan of the Farm 1A 

- Decision No.512/QĐ-TCCB dated 16/3/2015 by President of VNU-Hanoi on 

approving the dissolution plan of the Farm 1A. 

14. The documents of compensation, assistance and resettlement include:

2.2.2. Qualitative method  

15. With qualitative method, the Consultant has used in-depth interview 

technique and focus group discussion for different information collection 

objectives.

16. The in-depth interview was used for collecting information from 

representatives of the PMU, resettlement committee of Thach That district, 

and representatives of authorities at village/commune/district levels and PAPs 

to obtain their comments about the implementation of compensation, 

assistance and resettlement of the subproject. Accordingly, the Consultant has 

conducted 07 in-depth interviews with following representatives: 

- Center For Development of VNU in Hoa Lac (VNU-CDH) 

- Project Management Unit of the VNU Hanoi; 

- Land Fund Development Center of Thach That district;  

- Thach Hoa CPC; and 

- 02 AHs.  

17. Group discussion: The Consultant has prepared a guidance on group 

discussion and this guidance is used to ensure the information is obtained in a 

focused, timely and efficient manner. Three group discussions have been 

conducted by the Consultant for: 

- Group 1: representatives of local authorities (PMU staffs, land fund 

development center of Thach That district and local authorities) 

- Group 2: representatives of severely affected households who lost their 

productive land but without relocation  

- Group 3: representatives of vulnerable groups. 

2.2.3. Quantitative method 

18. This method is to interview PAPs using survey questionaires to obtain their 

comments and evaluations on the implementation of compensation, assistance 

and resettlement in order to determine conformity of the implementation with 

the Government’s policy as well as to find out whether livelihood and lives of 

the PAPs have been restored or improved compared with their conditions 

before the project. In addition, the survey also evaluates PAPs’ satisfaction 

with the compensation, assistance and resettlement policy of the subproject. 

19. The survey was conducted on vulnerable households (5 HHs) and affected 

households (45 HHs), totally 50 HHs. In fact the implementation of 

compensation, assistance and resettlement was already completed in 2007, 

many households are no longer living in the subproject area, so it is not easy 

to find their existing residential addresses. 

2.2.4. Site visit 

20. This method is used to obtain more information by observing what is 

happening in practice to explain the survey results. 

21. The Consultant has visited all zones (zone 1,2 and 4) and some AHs’ houses. 
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PART 3: FINDINGS OF THE DUE DILIGENCE REVIEW 

3.1.  The origin of land to be acquired for the VNU-Ha Noi subproject 

The process of transferring Farm 1A to VNU Hanoi 

22. All 1,100ha acquired for construction of the VNU-HN was previously under 

management and use of the Farm No. 1A which belonged the General 

Department of Logistics (GDL), Ministry of Defense. In 1993, to fulfil the 

need of the farm workers,  the Farm No.1A alloted this land area to their 

households for cultivation purpose under the management of the Farm 

authority.  

23. In 1995, following the Prime Minister’s Decision No.659/TTg dated 

16/10/1995, all the Farm 1A including workers, staffs and land was 

transferred to the VNU Hanoi for management and use. In other words, the 

Farm 1A became a unit under the VNU Hanoi. The farm land area was 

converted  to non-farm land for construction of campus and physical facilities 

of the VNU Hanoi. For that purpose, the VNU Hanoi issued the Official 

Letter No. 620/TCCB dated October 14, 2004 on the dissolution plan of the 

Farm 1A and submitted to the Ministry of Labor, War Invalids and Social 

Affairs for concurrence. The Ministry of Labor, War Invalids and Social 

Affairs issued the Official Letter No.3761/LĐTBXH-LĐVL dated 03
rd

 

November 2004 on agreement with dissolution plan of the VNU Hanoi. 

24. In 2006, the VNU Hanoi dissolved the Farm 1A in accordance with Decree 

No.41/2002/NĐ-CP dated 11/4/2002 on the policy for redundant laborers due 

to restructuring of state-owned enterprises. Following the dissolution plan, 

workers and staff of the Farm 1A eligible to the VNU Ha Noi’s criteria in 

terms of education degree and working ages would be recruited to be workers 

and staffs of the VNU Ha Noi while those who do not meet the university’ 

recruitment requirements would retire and get pensions in accordance with the 

Government’s regulation. 

25. The following pages will present findings of the DDR focusing on land 

acquisition, compensation, assistance and livelihood restoration and pending 

issues (if any) with recommended measures for 37.49 ha which will be 

invested by the WB fund. 

3.2. Implementation of Site clearance for the subproject 

26. The site clearance for the VNU Ha Noi subproject has been implemented by 

Resettlement Committee of Thach That district people’s committee since 

2003, of which the site clearance of 37.49ha in Zone 1,3 and 4 to be invested 

by the ODA loan from the WB was completed in 2007. All affected 

households have handed over land to the VNU-HN subproject after receiving 

compensation and assistance. However, because the subproject has not been 

implemented due to lack of budget, the VNU-HN allowed the affected 
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households to continue cultivating on the acquired land upon their wishes 

until the subproject is implemented. The PMU will make notification to these 

households 6 months before hand so that they will finish cultivation and have 

sufficient time for harvesting the crops. 

 

3.2.1 Scope of the subproject’s impact 

27. 37.49ha of the acquired land area was used by 144 households (about 400 

people). Most of the affected assets are crops and trees on the land. There is 

no affected houses because this is agricultural land. At the time when 

compensation was made, number of affected fruit trees and tea trees on the 

acquired land was:

3.2.2 Policy and solutions applied for compensation and assistance 

28. After taking over the management of the Farm 1A, the VNU Hanoi 

cooperated with stakeholders to have necessary procedures to liquidate 2,458 

contracts of the worker households for dissolution of the Farm.  The 

following processes, procedures, solutions and policies were applied for 

affected households, land and non-land assets. 

3.2.2.1. Solutions for economic contracts 

29. The economic contracts were included in the construction planning of VNU 

Hanoi and in competent State Agency’s Decision on land acquisition, the 

liquidation of the economic contracts should be associated with the process of 

inventory, site clearance and compensation of VNU Hanoi.  

30. Economic contracts in fact are the documents for allotment of land to 

households/individual for management and use following the Decree No. 

01/CP dated 04/01/1995 by the Government promulgating the regulation on 
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the allotment of land by state-owned businesses for agricultural production 

and forestry. 144 economic contracts were made and signed for the land area 

of 37.49ha. For liquidation of these contracts, Resettlement committee of 

Thach That district was responsible for evaluating contracts’ values and 

making payment after liquidation process. 

31. The contract liquidation’s amount would be paid to the people who got the 

land allotment and legally invested on that land area as well as be paid to the 

Farm 1A. 

3.2.2.2  Solution for laborer arrangement 

32. By the time the Farm 1A stopped operation, there were totally 609 employees 

working at the farm. The classification and application of the policies for each 

target group were based on capacity, qualifications, age, gender, health and 

personal demands of laborers. The VNU Hanoi arranged job placement and 

policies for the laborers
3
 as follows:  

- Recruited employees to work for other units of the VNU Hanoi: 12 

employees 

- Early retired employees: 6 employees 

- Unemployed employees with allowance: 553 employees 

33. In addition, the household members who are under the working age also 

participated in the vocational training and job placement. This workforce is 

also given priority to directly participate in the construction works of the 

VNU Hanoi in Hoa Lac. There are 20 people of 144 AHs in the subproject 

area participated in the construction process as cleaners, masons, construction 

material providers, cooks, guards, ... 

34. Regarding the compensation, assistance and resettlement of the subproject, 

from 2003 to 2007, Ha Tay PPC issued the following decisions on 

compensation, assistance and resettlement of the general project, of which 

there are 07 decisions related to the land area of 37.49ha under the subproject 

as follows: 

- Decision No. 975-QĐ/UB dated 15/7/2003 by Ha Tay PPC (former) on the 

acquisition of 8,606,641m
2
 of land area under the management and usage of 

the Farm 1A (former) in Thach Hoa commune, Thach That district to be 

handed over to VNU Hanoi for the VNU Hanoi construction project 

- Decision No. 488-QĐ/UB dated 05/5/2005 by Ha Tay PPC (former) on 

approving the plan of compensation, assistance and resettlement for 

construction of VNU Hanoi in Thach That district 

- Decision No. 1481/QĐ-UBND dated 19/10/2005 by Ha Tay PPC (former) on

35. Pursuant to Land Law 2003 and the Government’s Decree No. 197/2004/NĐ-

CP dated 03/12/2004 on compensation, assistance and resettlement when land 

is recovered by the State, households, individuals who are using the land of 

State-owned enterprises in form of allotment contracts for agricultural, 

forestry, aquaculture purposes (excluding special-use forest and protective 

forest lands) will receive compensation only for remaining costs that they 

already invested in the land (not compensation for the land), and assistances
4
. 

Accordingly, the assistance policies of the subproject will be applied as 

follows: 

3.2.2.3. Assistance policy for agricultural land 

36. The level of assistance for agricultural land is calculated based on the cost of 

investment in land in accordance with Ha Tay PPC (former)’s Decision No. 

156/2006/QD-UB dated 22/02/2005. Accordingly, the cost level will be 

related to the time of land use. Detail as follows: 

37. For the cases when the land was used before effective date of the VNU 

Hanoi’s Decision No. 60/TCCB dated 01/02/1996 admitting the Farm 1A to 

the VNU Hanoi, the contracted agricultural land area will not be 

compensated. However, the affected households will get compensation for the 

remaining cost that they invested in the land (10% of land price applied for 

the same type of land in the same region – in this case is the class II land in 

midland region) and supports according to the following provisions:  

- Households, individuals who are working/have retired/have stopped 

working due to their incapacity or have quit their jobs and enjoyed 

allowances and directly participate in agricultural production or forestry;

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households, individuals that are using the land on a contractual basis and 

directly participate in agricultural production as their major income source

- The contracted organizations, households and individuals other than the 

mentioned cases shall be compensated for the remaining investment value 

in land, and the remaining investment value in land is equal to 10% of land 

price applied for the same type of land in the same region. 

- For the public land of the Farm, when the State recovers the land, no 

compensation for land shall be paid, but the remaining investment value in 

the land shall be compensated; the remaining investment value in land is 

equal to 10% of regulated land price. 

38. For the cases when the land was used from the effective date of the VNU 

Hanoi’s Decision No. 60/TCCB dated 01/02/1996 admitting the Farm 1A to 

management of VNU Hanoi to the effective date of the Decision No. 975/QĐ-

UB dated 15/7/2003: 

- Households and individuals who use the land under allotment contracts for 

planting perennial trees, annual trees, forestry trees and for aquaculture 

farming shall not get compensation for land, but get the support equivalent 

to 80% of of the support level for agricultural production land used before 

01/02/1996 according to the mentioned policy if the cost of investment in 

land did not originated from the State budget. 

3.2.1.3. Houses and structural works 

- The structural works on agriculture land shall not be compensated but 

supported equivalent to 80% of the compensation price regulated by the 

PPC. 

3.2.1.4. Trees and crops 

- For the crops planted on land up to the date that Ha Tay PPC issued the 

Decision on land acquisition (Decision No. 975/QĐ-UB dated 15/7/2003) 

and the Decision No.874/QĐ-UB dated 26/8/2004 shall be compensated at 

market price as regulated by PPC. 

- For the crops planted on reclaimed land shall be compensated and 

supported at the the price regulated by Ha Tay PPC. 

3.2.1.5. Other assistance 

- The Farm 1A’s members who have main income source from agricultural 

production shall get support of 2,000VND/m2 and not exceeding 2,200,000 

VND/HH; 
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- The Farm 1A’s members who are at working age but are not recruited to 

work for the VNU Hanoi shall get supports for job change and job 

placement. The support level is equal to 10,000VND/m2; but not exceeding 

20,000,000VND/HH. 

- Assistance for on-schedule handing over of land is 3,000VND/m2; but not 

exceeding 3,000,000VND/HH. 

- Assistance for land levelling and reclaimation: 1,000VND/m2. 

3.2.3. Results of the due diligence review 

3.2.3.1 Document study 

39. According to the document review, 100% of affected agricultural land and 

affected trees/crops on the land have been cleared. No household’s house or 

residential land is affected within the subproject area.  

40. During the implementation of the Land Law 2003, there are some changes in 

the orders and procedures for land acquisition to serve national defense, 

security, national and public interests and socio-economic development, 

which are stipulated in the guiding decrees such as: Decree No.181/ND-CP on 

implementation of the Land Law , Decree 84/2007/ND-CP regulating  

additional provisions on issuance of land use right certificates; land 

acquisition; order and procedures for compensation, assistance and 

resettlement and Decree 69/2009/ND-CP regulating additional provisions for 

land use planning, land prices, land acquisition, compensation, assistance and 

resettlement 

41. Consultation with staffs of the Land fund development center and document 

review show that: The order for acquisition of 37.49ha of land has complied 

with Decree 181/2004/ND-CP, effective from November 16, 2004 to 

December 31. 12/2007. The application of this guide totally abides by the 

regulations of the Government of Vietnam at that time. 

42. The order for acquisition of land included 5 steps as follows: 

- Step 1. Preparation of cadastral document for the land area to be acquired: 

Based on the approved land use plan and planning, the district People's 

Committee assigned the Land use right registration office to extract the 

cadastral map or measure the recovered land and prepare copies of cadastral 

records. 

- Step 2. Preparation, appraisal and submission of overall plan for 

compensation and site clearance: The Resettlement committee of Thach That 

district helped the District People's Committee prepare the overall plan and 

submit it to the Provincial People's Committee. 

- Step 3. Notification on land acquisition. Notification on land acquisition was 

sent by People's Committee of Thach That district in accordance with the 
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Law: at least 90 days for agricultural land and 180 days for non-agricultural 

land. 

- Step 4. Decision on land acquisition: At least 20 days before the notification 

expired, the District People's Committee submitted the compensation and site 

clearance plan, Department of Natural Resources and Environment submitted 

land acquisition decision to the provincial People's Committee for approval.  

- Step 5. Implementation of compensation and site clearance 

3.2.2.2. Information dissemination 

43. 100% of surveyed households said that they were informed about the project 

at the time the inventory of losses and compensation were prepared. The 

project’s information disclosed to the households is presented in the following 

table:

44. Medias used by the project for information dissemination to local people – 

according to the survey result – include leaflets (62%), community meeting 

(100%), loudspeaker (60%), local government officers (100%). These are 

main information channels acknowledged by the local people. These 

information channels helped most of households understand the project’s 

policies and their entitlements. At that time, some households did not 

understand the policies so they complained to local authorities. After being 

explained fully by local authorities, these complainants agreed to support. 

3.2.2.2. Inventory of losses and site clearance plan 

45. 100% surveyed households said that they participated in the process for 

inventory of losses and signed on inventory minutes. The survey result is 

presented in the following table:

46. Accordingly, all of the affected households participated in the process of 

inventory and measurement. This means that the consensus of the AHs on the 

project implementation is quite high. 

47. Only one household said that their affected asset was missed in the inventory 

process and complained. After that, the household’s asset was added in the 

inventory of losses including fruit trees and pipeline to tea garden. 

48. The AHs participated in the consultations about compensation plan and the 

compensation plan was disclosed at CPC headquarter and village’s culture 

houses. Most of the AHs were compensated in 2003 and several AHs got 

compensation in period of 2005-2007. Policy on the full support was 

disclosed. All HHs handed over the site to the project. However, from 2007 to 

present the project has not been implemented, the AHs were permitted to 

plant vegetable and crops on the acquired land and harvest fruits until they are 

required to stop. 

3.3. Compensation plan and payment  

49. Process for preparation of compensation, assistance and resettlement plan 

- On February 1, 1996, the VNU Hanoi issued Decision No. 60/TCCB on the 

acceptance of  Farm 1A. 
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- On October 7, 2003, the Prime Minister issued Official Letter No. 1363/CP-

NN on the dissolution of the Farm 1A of VNU-Hanoi  

- On October 10, 2003, the National University issued notice No. 880/TCCB on 

the dissolution of the farm 1A National University of Hanoi 

- Based on the approved plan, the Thach That District People's Committee  

established a Compensation, assistance and resettlement Committee to 

implement the work. 

- The Compensation, assistance and resettlement Committee helped Thach That 

DPC prepare and organize the plan of compensation, assistance and 

resettlement. For 37.49 ha area of land under the project, compensation, 

assistance and resettlement were implemented under Decision 488-QD/UB 

dated 5/5/2005 on approval of compensation, assistance and resettlement for 

construction of VNU-Hanoi project . 

- The Compensation, assistance and resettlement Committee was responsible for 

the accuracy and appropriateness of the results of inventory of losses, for the 

legality of the land and assets that were entitled with compensation, assistance 

or not in the plan for compensation, assistance and resettlement  

- The process for preparation of compensation plan was carried out through 

steps of surveying, inventorying, evaluating and collecting ideas of affected 

people. Stakeholders included local authorities, investor and affected 

households. 

- By liaising with representatives of the affected peope, the Compensation, 

assistance and resettlement Committee acknowledged affected people’s 

wishes; encouraged affected people to relocate and hand over the site on 

schedule and included all these comments in the plan for compensation, 

assistance and resettlement 

- Operation of the Compensation, assistance and resettlement Committee was 

based on the principle of collectives and made decision based on the majority. 

This is the provisions of the 2003 Land Law. 

- After being prepared, the plan for compensation, assistance and resettlement 

was submitted to the People's Committee of Ha Tay Province by Thach That 

District People's Committee for appraisal before implementation.  

50. Process for compensation and assistance: Relating to the 37.49ha land area 

- Based on the reports of the Ha Tay Department of Finance on the proposal for 

approving the cost estimiate for compensation, assistance and resettlement, the 

People's Committee of Ha Tay Province issued Decision 1418/QD-UBND 

dated October 19, 2005; Decision 478/QD-UBND dated March 27, 2006; 

Decision 558/QD-UBND dated April 4, 2007; Decision 1913/QD-UBND 

dated October 19, 2007 
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- Compensation, assistance and resettlement of the project was implemented in 

compliance with Decision 488-QD/UB dated May 5, 2005 which approved the 

plan of compensation, assistance and resettlement for construction project of 

VND-Hanoi . 

- Detailed information on compensation and assistance is as follows:

51. Compensation and assistance for the 37.49ha land area was completed in 

November 2007. 

3.4 Implementation of grievance redress mechanism 

52. The project established a grievance redress mechanism and disseminated this 

mechanism to affected households. As mentioned, over 80% of the surveyed 

households said they were informed about the grievance redress mechanism. 

Survey results show that people have effectively used this mechanism to 

protect their entitlements. 

53. Content of the grievance mechanism: Based on the guidance of the  Land Law 

2003, the project instructed people to file a complaint with two orders as 

follows: 

54. First order: Order of settling complaints against administrative decisions of 

People's Committees of rural districts, urban districts, towns or cities under 

province; against administrative acts of staffs of the People's Committees of 

communes, wards and townships, the Division of Natural Resources and 

Environment under the People's Committees of rural districts, urban districts, 

towns and provincial cities 
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- No later than thirty (30) days since the People's Committee of a rural district, 

urban district, town or provincial city has issued an administrative decision on 

land management or a staff the People's Committee People of communes, 

wards or townships, staff of the Division of Natural Resources and 

Environment, of the People's Committees of rural districts, urban districts, 

towns or provincial cities has proceeded an administrative act while handling 

land management affairs, if the affected people are not satisfied with that 

decision or administrative act, he/she may lodge a complaint with the People's 

Committee of the district, town or provincial city. 

- Chairman of People's Committees of rural districts, urban districts, towns or 

provincial cities shall be responsible for resolving the problem within the time 

limit prescribed in the Law on Complaints and Denunciations. 

o Decision of the Chairman of People's Committees of rural districts, 

urban districts, towns or provincial cities must be publicized and sent to 

complainants and other persons with related interests and obligations. 

o No later than forty-five (45) days since the Chairman of the People's 

Committee of the district, town or provincial city has issued the 

decision for resolving the problem, if the complainant is not satisfied, 

he/she has the right to lodge the complaints at the People's Court or to 

appeal to the People's Committee of the province or centrally-run city. 

In case of making a complaint to the People's Committee of the 

province or centrally-run city, the Chairman of the People's Committee 

of that province or city shall be responsible for resolving the problem 

within the time prescribed by the Law on Complaints and 

Denunciations. Decision of Chairman of that province/city will be the 

final settlement decision which must be publicized and sent to 

complainants and other persons with relevant interests and obligations. 

- The agency receiving the complaint is responsible to record it in the complaint 

settlement monitoring book. 

55. Second order: Order of settling complaints about administrative decisions of 

the Department of Natural Resources and Environment, of the People's 

Committees of provinces and centrally-run cities; administrative acts of staffs 

of the Department of Natural Resources and Environment, staffs of the 

People's Committees of provinces and centrally-run cities 

- No later than thirty (30) days since the Department of Natural Resources and 

Environment, the People's Committee of the centrally-run province or city has 

made an administrative decision in land management or a staff of the 

Department of Natural Resources and Environment and the People's 

Committee of the province or centrally-run city has proceeded administrative 

acts in settling affairs on land management, if the affected people are not 
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satisfied, he/she may lodge a complaint with the People's Committee of that 

centrally-run province or city 

- Chairman of People's Committees of provinces or centrally run cities shall 

settle complaints within the time prescribed in the Law on Complaints and 

Denunciations. That decision must be made public and sent to complainants 

and other persons with relevant interests and obligations. 

- No later than forty five (45) days since the Chairman of the People's 

Committee of a province or centrally-run city issued the Decision, if the 

complainant is still not satisfied, he/she has the right to sue at the People's 

Court 

- The agency receiving the complaint is responsible to record it in the complaint 

settlement monitoring book. 

56. According to the results of document review and household direct interviews, 

only 1/144 households had complaints about the results of the inventory of 

losses. 

3.5 Affected people’s satisfaction with the implementation of compensation and 

assistance 

57. Survey on 50 affected households shows that, they were all satisfied with the 

implementation of land acquisition, compensation and assistance. However, 

they found it was a waste when the land was left vacant due to  the delay in 

the project implementation. They expected that the subproject should be 

implemented soon for their own socio-economic development opportunities in 

particular and for local people in general. 

58. 144 affected households (100%) received compensation and assistance. The 

last payment of compensation and assistance was made in November 2007. 

The compensation and assistance were all paid based on the people’s 

agreement and the project's payment level for the affected assets. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

“ We all supported the project that we agreed to receive the assistance to hand over 

the site in 10 years ago. However, it was a waste of time and money when the project 

implementation was delayed so long. The roads that were built long ago have now 

degraded, squandering money of the State and people. We expect that the project 

should have budget for implementation soon” – people’s comments in group 

discussions”ut such a slow progress project is too wasteful. The roads that have 

been built for a long time without being used are also degraded, wasting the wealth 

of the State and the people. We hope the project can arrange capital and deploy 

construction ”- group discussion with households. 
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59. Group discussions with representatives of local authorities and mass 

organizations show that: The Government has not recorded any claims related 

to compensation from affected households of the 37.49ha land area from 2010. 

60. People’s questions mainly related to the progress of the project or asking for 

cultivation on recovered land. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

3.4. Vulnerable group 

61. At present, out of 144 HHs affected by the subproject, there are 03 

households of vulnerable group including 02 single female-headed 

households and 01 household having disabled member. However, like other 

households, these households have stabilized their lives after more than 10 

years of land acquisition and received the project’s assistance. 

 

“If the project is not implemented, the cultivation of local people should be 

continued. I think that the project’s delay has caused waste of land. If that 

land area is  left vacant, it can be a destination for addicted people to use as 

their illegal purposes despite management of the project management unit !”  

“If the local people have already handed over the site, the project should be 

implemented soon. Many fruit trees are only reserved for children’s use and 

not fertilized for commercial purpose, so their productivity is very low. There 

are more and more bushes in the area which are favorable condition for 

mosquitoes. This can cause negative impact on local people’s health” 

“If the university is completed, many students will come here to study. I’m 

going to rent students houses.” 

– Source: In-dept interview with households 

 

Some people also raised questions that for other subprojects, affected households are 

being compensated at higher rate compared to their rate in 10 years ago, so is there any 

additional policy for them? For these questions, representatives of local authorities 

already explained and clarified for people’s understanding. Thus, actually no affected 

people who have received compensation and life subsistence now turn to disagree with 

the project. However, people really concern and are not happy with the delay in 

implementation of the project”

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62. Main livelihood of the vulnerable households is as follows: 

- Selling local agricultural products (cow’s milk and milk products ); 

- Garment; 

- Pension. 

63. The households also self-supply fresh vegetable, chicken… for daily life. 

64. It can be seen that the vulnerability of the affected households in the 

subproject is not significant.  

3.5. Evaluating the level of AHs’ livelihood restoration and life subsistence 

65. The households having land within area of the VNU Hanoi Project in Hoa 

Lac are all families of the former workers of the Farm 1A. Accordingly, main 

income of the households is from agricultural production such as animal 

breeding and farming. A small number of the households have small business. 

Thus, the land acquisition and farm dissolution 10 years ago caused the 

household members to lose their jobs and disturb their lives. However, the 

compensation, assistance and resettlement of the project helped the affected 

households stabilize their lives. 

66. The households already received the compensation, assistance and 

resettlement as regulated. The compensation and assistance received by the 

households had been used for life subsistence such as buying new land plot 

for relocation, doing business, coming to their hometown to live, investing in 

children’s education.  

67. 100% of surveyed household said that, at the time of land acquisition, 

dissolution of the farm caused many of their household member to lose their 

jobs. However, with compensation and assistance provided by the subproject, 

“Those households are vulnerable because they are single. There are 02 

single-headed households having 2 children  at school age and 01 household 

having a disabled person who depends on 60-year-old parents. In general, they 

have stable income from garment and business (6-7 million Dong/month). 

Income level on Tet holiday is higher. All households cultivate and breed 

chickens themselves. However, this is still a rural area, so the living cost is not 

as high as in urban area.” 

“There are many shops selling local agricultural products (cow’s milk and 

milk products) along the national highway 32. Thus, there are many visitors. I 

am working in the shop. In the afternoon, my son – being in grade 12 class – 

helps me sell the commodities and he is also paid.” 

(Source: In-dept interview) 
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they have had new job. So far, after more than 10 years since the land 

acquisition, they have had their life subsistence, more comfortable living 

condition and even better income sources. Assessment on people’s life is 

presented in the Table 2. 

 

 

 

 

 

68. In addition, VNU Hanoi had specific actions to support the local affected 

people for stabilizing their lives such as: recruiting laborers in suitable jobs 

(participating in managing and implementing the project, constructing the 

works); encouraging, facilitating and giving priority to children of workers of 

former Farm 1A in VNU Hanoi’s job placement program. Among 400 

members of 144 affected households, 20 household members at working age 

have been given jobs. 

69. So far, the households whose land was recovered by the project had more 

stable and comfortable life and better income. The households believe that 

once being implemented, the subproject will provide local people with better 

income, especially the households affected by the subproject. 

70. Survey results on the life of the affected households after 10 years are 

presented in the following table:

71.  The reason that about 26% of the households answered that the living 

standard is worse is related to the quality of domestic water. Currently, there 

is no tap water in the area, while domestic water sources are at high risk of 

pollution due to socio-economic activities. 

“In the past, a few households had television, air conditioners and 

motorbike… At present, most of the households have these utensils. In general, 

the life is more comfortable. The only problem is that the project 

implementation is delayed, making local people depressed”.

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72. 01 household said that the work was not improved and was in bad condition. 

This is a household engaged in animal husbandry, mainly raising pigs. During 

the last 6 months of the year, Vietnam in general and Ha Tay in particular 

underwent the African swine fever epidemic causing serious losses. This is 

the reason that households thought their work/livelihood status is in bad 

condition. Therefore, the worse livelihood of this household is not caused by 

the negative impact of the project but by natural disasters and epidemics. This 

issue needs a different solution from the local authorities. 

PART 4. PENDING ISSUES 

4.1. Peding issues 

73. According to the survey, the pending issues of the subproject are identified as 

follows: 

- Because the land has been recovered for a long time without being used, on the 

other hand, at the time of land acquisition, Ha Tay PPC’s Decision 

No.488/QĐ-UB dated 5/5/2005 stipulated that: “the trees should be kept from 

their original state, not cut down and/or relocated”, so some households are 

still annually harvesting fruits for consumption. Some other households are 

planting vegetables and short-term crops on the subproject’s land. However, 

they have not received any information about the subproject. They want to 

know when the subproject will be implemented so that they will stop to 

cultivate on the acquired land to hand over the land to the subproject. 

- Land has been acquired for a long time but not used for construction of the 

project, so a large area became bushy, which creates the favorable condition 

for the development of harmful insects affecting local people. In addition, the 

inorganic waste has not been managed strictly. This may cause environment 

pollution and affect the landscape of area. 
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4.2. Proposed measures for pending issues 

74. For these pending issues, the proposed measures are as follows:

PART 5. CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATION 

5.1. Conclusion 

75. In general, the resettlement for the subproject have achieved its objectives as 

required in the Government’s resettlement policy. Livelihood and income of 

all affected households of the whole project in general and 144 households of 

the VNU Ha Noi subproject in particular have restored and improved. Their 

lives have been stabilized and better, no one has been worse-off due to land 

acquisition. 

76. The implementation of land acquisition, compensation and assistance for the 

subproject has complied with the Land law 2003 and regulations of the 

government. The processes and procedures of the land acquisition and 

compensation have been implemented transparently, accurately and 

adequately. 

77. Grievances of affected people have been resolved timely with their 

agreement. No complaint has been identified so far. The local people have 

just concerned about the delay in the implementation of the subproject leading 

to waste of land and potential environment pollution. 

78. The delay in the implementation of the subproject have caused potential 

environment pollution and development of harmful insects which damage 

security of the local community. The local community has strongly supported 

the subproject and expected the subproject to be implemented as soon as 

possible. 

5.2. Recommendation 

79.  The investor need to prepare a appropriate budget to actively handle 

outstanding problems. Details are as follows: 

80. To ensure advantage condition for the subproject implementation, the investor 

should implement the communication in order to achieve the consensus and 

cooperation of local people on protecting the environment, stopping the 

cultivation and harvest the crops on the recovered land area; ensure the daily 

life of local people and the subproject schedule. 

81. Regarding the issue of cultivation on the recovered land: it is recommended to 

apply multi-measures to ensure that people can easily access the information if 

desired: by sending them notification letter, coordinatingwith local authorities 

to face to face meet with local people and disclosing information about the 

project in accessible places such as headquarter of commune People's 

Committees, village cultural houses, and populated areas. 

82.  For environmental issues: 

- Communication implementation 

- Establish a system of easily accessible trash cans 
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- Organizing periodical clearing of bushes 

- Organizing for students to perform periodic collection of recylable 

wastes for recycling purposes 

- Spraying regularly for flying insects and pests. 

83. All these activities should start right from the beginning of 2020 to ensure the 

construction of the project in compliance with the provisions of law and does 

not disturb the lives of people.
