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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis:

- Systemization of the issues relating to curriculum evaluation and enrichment of the theory as well as the literature of curriculum evaluation in general and evaluation of journalism and communication curriculum at higher education, in particular.

- Employers’s overall judgement of capacities of graduates from journalism and communication major
- Identification of employers’ requirements towards graduates from journalism and communication major.

- Development of quality assurance framework for journalism and communication higher education curriculum in Vietnam
- Successfully designing standardized standards for quality evaluation of the higher education journalism and communication major.

- Piloting all the designed standards for the journalism and communication curriculum in higher education so as to confirm its feasibility and scientific academics

12. Practical applicability:
- The thesis findings is the foundation for higher education lecturers, especially for those who are directly involved in teaching, training and management of the journalism and communication major, as well as involved in lecturing, curriculum reviewing and curriculum adjustment so as to meet social requirements, and shorten the gap between training institutions and the needs of employers in Vietnam.

- Updating social requirements to the the journalism and communication graduates in Vietnam today.

- Providing basis for the program of Measurement and Evaluation in education as well as those who are interested in the field of measurement and evaluation in education.

- Suggestions for further research to those who are dedicated to the education and training sector; and help universities with the journalism and communication higher education major have more insight about the significance and role of the career. Further methods to improve the quality of the journalism and communication major.

13. Further research directions

The findings of the thesis are within only limited scope of higher education curriculum. It is, therefore, suggested that a further research to assess postgraduate training curriculum in the major of journalism and communication in Vietnam. Research on designing of evaluation criteria should be empirical standardized using Rasch model.
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
