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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis:
- Clarify the specific features of Champa pottery on the first millennium AD in terms of: Material; types; decorations; correlation between type and decorations, fabrication techniques and production processes.

- Identify the developmental stages of Champa potteries in the first millennium AD, basing on the changes in type, pattern, fabrication techniques, so as to determine the function, chronology and original sources which influence on each type of artifact.

- The origins and relationship between Champa culture with Sa Huynh culture; with synchronic cultures in North, South Vietnam (Oc Eo culture) and other countries (China, India, Southeast Asia…) in the period of the first millennium AD.

- The role of Champa pottery in material and spiritual life of Champa residents.

12. Practical applicability:
- References, applied to teaching topics Champa Culture, Vietnam Ceramics for students of Archeology, Museum learning and school culture.

- Enhancing understanding of Champa pottery and Champa culture.
