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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis

- Produce recombinant staphylococcal enterotoxin SEC1 and produce IgY antibody anti-BSA and antibody IgY resistances some staphylococcal enterotoxins (SEA, SEB, SEC1, SED and SEE)
- Develop of a lateral flow immunoassay for the rapid detection of staphylococcal enterotoxins SEA, SEB, SEC1, SED and SEE on some food groups (milk and meat) in the laboratory.
12. Paratical applicability, if any: Using test strip quickly has detected some staphylococcal enterotoxins (SEA, SEB, SEC1, SED, SEE) on a sample group of foods (milk, meat).
13. Further research directions, if any: Technology transfer to manufacturing company.
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
