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11. Summary of a new findings of the thesis:
- The thesis contributes to define the outstanding characters of women of moral integrity in Vietnamese medieval literature, classifies and arranges them in the suitable time line.
- The thesis show the features, movement laws of the characters of women of moral integrity in Vietnamese medieval literature as well as the signification of this type of characters in Vietnamese literature from the 13rd to the 19th century.
- The thesis contributes to open up study direction which aim to compare the characters of women of moral integrity in Vietnamnese medieval literature with this type of characters in Chinese literature and identify the transferring of the characters in the process of Vietnamnese literature from medieval to modern time.
12. Pratical applicability, if any: Compiling references for literature students and for those interested in this study subject.
13. Further research directions, if any: 
- To study the characters of women of moral integrity in Vietnamese literature in comparison with this type of characters in Chinese literature.

- To study the characters of women of moral integrity in Vietnamese literature in the process of transformation of the characters from medieval period to the beginning of the 20 th century.
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
