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11. Summary of thesis’ new findings: 

The thesis has focused on studying all matters related to language for specific purposes: characteristics of language for specific purposes in general and French for specific purposes in particular, the hisroty of French for specific purposes teaching methodology, methods to teach reading skill, methods to teach French for specific purposes reading skill,  application of information technology as an efficient tool in improving the reading competence of French for specific purposes texts for students at the People’s Police Academy of Vietnam.

The thesis has identified important factors in teaching French for Police under action approach with the aid of information technology. It has suggested some useful ideas in teaching French for police. Specifically, the thesis has given out the following important conclusions:
1. French for police, which is a type of French for specific purposes, has been taught as a specilized subject in French rather than a foreign language. In fact, both teachers and students have set up double objective which is teaching and learning specilaized knowledge and language knowledge at the same time. Hence, this is a very ambitious objective and it is not suitable for language teaching objective in general and language for specific purposes in particular.  

2. The setting up of a double objective has turned the subject into a challenge for both teachers and students. The challenge mainly arised from the lack of specialized knowledge, specialized vocabulary, teaching material and learning motivation.  

3. It is a must for the teaching of reading skill to provide students with reading strategies to understand texts related to police profession, to motivate students to read and to improve reading competence which help students communicate in foreign language in their working environment. However, the teaching of French for specific purposes at the People’s Police Academy of Vietnam, especially reading skill is not an effective with such charateristics as boring, focusing on terminologies and translation. 

4. Limitations in teaching French for police are found in teaching methods, teachers’ levels, teaching materials and teaching facilities. 

5. In general, teachers and students have not been satisfied with the subject French for police. With the suggestion to use information technology, both teachers and students believe that this can help improve the competence to read police related texts for students at the People’s Police Academy of Vietnam.  

12. Practical applicability:

The results of the thesis can be applied into the teaching and learning of French for Police as a foreign language and they can help teachers and students build up suitable teaching and learning strategies in the era of digital technology. 
The notices and suggestions concerning the teaching methods of French for Police will provide teachers with application into real teaching situation which results in improving reading competence of French for Police texts for students at the People’s Police Academy of Vietnam. 
13. Suggestions for further study: Building up a website on teaching French for Police suitable for the situation in Vietnam. 
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
