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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis: 

- Generalizing and systematizing theoretical system of national defense and security education for students and arguments of total quality management;

- Analyzing and clarifying the factors affecting management activity with the TQM approach.

- Proposing a national defense and security education activity management model for students at national defense and security education centers under higher education establishments.

- Evaluating the situation of national defense and security education activity management for students that accordingly indicates shortcomings, limitations and causes of the shortcomings at national defense and security education activity management for students at national defense and security education centers under current higher education establishments.

- Analyzing and clarifying factors impacting the national defense and security education activity management for students at national defense and security education centers under higher education establishments.

- Proposing four groups of solutions for national defense and security education activity management for students at national defense and security education centers under higher education establishments.

12. Practical applicability, if any: The thesis can be implemented and applied to national defense and security education activity management for students at national defense and security education under higher education establishments.
