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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis: 
- Reviewing literature on research relating to the performance of the NA Ethnics Council and Committees in Vietnam, clarifying problems already solved as well as problems unsolved;

- Clarifying theoretical issues on the performance of the NA Ethnics Council and Committees such as concepts, features, roles, basic contents and particularly requirements for the performance of these institutions in the period of building the socialist rule of law in Vietnam;

- Assessing and analyzing the operation of the NA Ethnics Council and Committees in Vietnam; providing some experiences on the operation of parliamentary committees in a number of countries. Besides pointing out the areas for continued development, the thesis focuses on identifying major limitations and shortcomings in existing legal regulations and in practice faced by the NA Ethnics Council and Committees in a systemic way;

- Establishing a system of viewpoints and proposing appropriate solutions for improving the performance of the NA Ethnics Council and Committees in exercising their functions of legislation, oversight, and proposal-making. In accordance with the characteristics of organization and operation of the NA, the thesis emphasizes the necessity to complement and implement consistently working principles of the NA Ethnics Council and Committees; it emphasizes the role of the collective at the NA Ethnics Council and Committees, the regularity in their operation and the stronger development of their roles and responsibilities in providing advisory opinions for the NA in their fields of expertise. 

12. Practical applicability, if any: 
The outcome of the thesis can be used as a reference material for teaching and academic research by academic institutions and universities during the process of improving law on the operation of the NA and the NA Ethnics Council and Committees. Furthermore, regarding the building and development of the legal system for implementing the 2013 Constitution, the research findings of the thesis contribute to providing reference information for further research and amendment of legal documents on the operation of the NA Ethnics Council and Committees in this regard. 

13. Further research directions, if any: 
Research on the operation of the NA Ethnics Council and Committees is inter-disciplinary. The operation of the NA Ethnics Council and Committees involves almost every aspect of activity by the NA and other institutions of the state in Vietnam…However, the scope of investigation by the thesis mainly focuses on those broad issues directly related to the operation of the NA Ethnics Council and Committees in link with basic functions like appraisal, oversight, proposal-making. Therefore, the thesis needs continuing research in a more comprehensive and profound way from inter-disciplinary perspective into the structure of the state apparatus and specific activity by the NA Ethnics Council and Committees.
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
