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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis:

- The thesis systematically analyzed the integration of Buddhism with the traditional worship of Hanoi people - the people living in the area of the important position and significance to the country.

- The thesis pointed out the basis of the integration of Buddhism with the traditional worship of Hanoi people today.


- The thesis pointed out the concrete manifestation of the integration of Buddhism with the traditional worship of Hanoi people today by researching the real locations: families in Hanoi (in villages urbanized into wards: Trung Kinh Thuong village ...), pagodas in Hanoi (Trung Kinh Thuong pagoda, Quan Su pagoda ...), ... during holidays and even normal days.

- The thesis analyzed the cultural values ​​of the integration of Buddhism with traditional worship to offer solutions to preserve cultural values.

12. Practical applicability:

The thesis can be used as the reference materials for the research and teaching about faith, religion and culture in general; Buddhism, traditional worship and Vietnam culture in particular; for planing to make religious policies of the Communist Party and the Government.

- The role of Buddhism in Hanoi people’s lives.

- The integration of Buddhism and Vietnam culture.

- The trend in development of Vietnam Buddhism.
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
