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11. Summary on thesis’ new findings: From the perspective of cognitive linguistics, prototype theory is used to analyze the semantic category structure of the weather terms in Chinese and compare with the Vietnamese with a purpose to give a more objective and systematic interpretation to the origin and development of its prototypical sense and other derived senses.

12. Practical applicability: This  research  focuses on  the system  of  weather  terms,  regarded  as  the  most basic concept for human cognition to the world, so as to discover the semantic features and their  construction  rules  of  the  whole  weather  terms  system,  as  well  as  to  contribute supplements to semantics, and to offer interpretation for lexical meaning. The contrastive analysis of Chinese and Vietnamese weather terms which will shed light on the studies of second language teaching, language and cultural contrast, translation and cross-cultural communication.

13. Suggestions for further study: the study of weather property semantic categories in modern Chinese and Vietnamese.
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
