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11. Summary on thesis’ new findings: The thesis has concentrated on studying the Asking Speech Acts in modern Chinese. In the process of studying, the thesis has classified the type of Asking and then deeply studied the expression modes of directive and indirective Asking Speech Acts. Otherwise, we have pointed out the similarities and differences of Asking Speech Acts between Chinese and Vietnamese.
12. Practical applicability, if any: The results of this study not only help leaner to understand and express Asking Speech Acts in Chinese and Vietnamese verbal communication, but also have a certain academic and practical value for studying speech acts, language teaching and research, translation and compilation of books.
