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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis: 

- The thesis re-appears specifically the picture of higher education in The Republic of Vietnam from 1956 to 1975 in term of system/structure of higher education; training objectives; content and training methods; lecturers and students; facilities; budgets and administration.  
- The thesis sheds light on the relationship between the historical conditions of the South of Vietnam and the transformation of higher education from 1956 to 1975.
- The thesis clarifies the transformation of higher education in The Republic of Vietnam from the model of French education which had classical and elite characteristics to the model of American practical education. 
- The thesis has collected and systematized the abundant historical materials (including primary and secondary sources) relating to the education in general and higher education in particular in The Republic of Vietnam, especially, the primary ones preserving at The Vietnam National Archives number II in Ho Chi Minh city.     
12. Practical applicability:

- The results of the thesis outline some experience which can be valuable materials for transforming Vietnamese higher education today.   

- The thesis is the reference for the study of Vietnamese higher education and history of the South of Vietnam in the period of 1956 to 1975. 

- The thesis is the reference for teaching and scientific research on history of Vietnamese education and Vietnamese history.
13. Further research directions:

- The history of economic, politics, culture and education of the South of Vietnam in the period of 1954 to 1975. 

- The history of Vietnamese education, especially higher education in the period of after 1975. 
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
