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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis:

- The thesis is one of the first works in Vietnam that studies media language. Therefore, it is up to date and highly practical. 

- The thesis analyses and draws conclusions from the core content relating to the theory of media, social media, the relationship between language and media and typical features of media language.

- Based on the qualitative analyses of 133 1945 – 1975 resistance poems the thesis theoretically and practically analyses the roles, the values and the importance of the resistance poetry language in propaganda activities and encouraging the population during the building and fighting to protect the Vietnamese nation.

12. Practical applicability, if any: 

- The thesis will be a useful document for teaching and studying linguistics, especially for teaching 1945 – 1975 resistance poetry.

- In addition, the thesis will be used as a reference book for media and media practices in community to improve the efficiency and quality of Vietnamese media language.

13. Further research directions, if any: 

- Conduct research on every aspect stated in the thesis in more detail.
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
