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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis:
- Providing an overview of the essential theoretical frameworks and the research history of creative aesthetics and novels by the contemporary Vietnamese diaspora women writers.

- Clarifying the characteristics of creative aesthetics in literary texts written by some contemporary Vietnamese diaspora women writers, such as artistic principles, aesthetical symbols, and narrative modes.

- Showing the changes in the creative aesthetics in novels by some contemporary Vietnamese diaspora women writers, affirming their contributions in the modernization of Vietnamese novels.

The research results can be used to compose the references in this field for students of Literature.
